Don’t Give Up! Get Moving! 
God is calling us to pray through and get moving in 2009!
“Confess your sins to each other and pray for each other so that you may be healed. The earnest prayer of a righteous person has great power and produces wonderful results.” James 5:16, New Living Translation.

Many of you have been standing on the Word of God and believing God to move by His Spirit. You have prayed according to Mark 11:24, believing that you received when you prayed but you have not yet seen any results in the natural. Don’t give up! Don’t give in to the force of doubt and unbelief. Don’t yield to the apparently overwhelming might of the enemy.  Do not throw away this confident trust in the Lord, no matter what happens. Remember that your reward is coming. What you need now is patient endurance so that you will continue to do God’s will.
Patient endurance is what we need at this hour in order to accomplish the will of God and to see a manifestation of His plans and purposes in our lives, our families, our churches and our cities. Men and women of God used faith, patience and determination to see prayers answered in some remarkable ways under some tremendously difficult circumstances.
When the children of Israel left Egypt with Pharaoh’s army behind them, they found themselves in a very difficult predicament with the Red Sea in front of them and mountains surrounding them. It looked like even the forces of nature where against them… But God had a plan and He demonstrated His miraculous saving power when Moses cried out to Him. In Exodus 14:10-12, we see the children of Israel loose faith and trust in God. They began to grumble and complain instead of trusting God to provide a way out. Moses had to remind them to stay calm and watch the Lord fight for them.
